Submission Deadline:

When your placement start date has been confirmed you should work out your personal submission date – this should be by the Friday of the 29th week from commencement of your placement, unless prior agreed with your placement tutor. You should plan a schedule of work in order for you to balance your workload in order to submit the work by your personal deadline.
You should use Recorded mail and send it c/o AF Placement Admin to the University of Central Lancashire, Media Factory, Room 128, Preston, Lancashire, PR1 2HE where the work will be receipted and forwarded to your tutor for review.

INDUSTRIAL PLACEMENT
Aims:


  

· To complete a minimum 26 week placement with an approved company or companies.

· To observe and analyse the process of work and methods used in the company/organisation where the student secures a placement/s.

· To develop an understanding of the organisation in which the student is based.

· To develop their own workplace and transferable skills.

Key Skills:
· Apply communication skills outside peer group, to include outside and professional agencies.
· Demonstrate an ability to manage time and output to a standard required in professional practice.
· Apply a level of written expertise across a wide spectrum of academic and professional situations/solutions.
Introduction:
This module will enable the student to be introduced to the fashion / fashion related industry and in so doing will enable the student to build on their skills and develop their understanding of industrial practices and situations.

Graduates seeking employment at the end of their training are more highly sort after if they can prove fashion related experience.  

This module provides an excellent opportunity for students to gain an understanding of the fashion industry and the workplace based upon experience.  It also allows the student to investigate career paths and to establish network links.

Brief:
You are required to document your Industrial Placement experience via a written and visual report.

· You should submit a 2000 word report.  (Report A).  This should be two fold in terms of areas you need to cover.  Part of this should be reflective of your experience and should contain illustrations, explanations of your roles and responsibilities within the company, the structure and function of the company/organisation, processes of work, examples of products or services, customers and markets, etc.  The second part of your report should be a reflective view that examines the key and transferable skills that you have developed during your placement experience.  In order to quantify your understanding of these you will need to reflect these in terms of what, why, where did I learn these and which of these have been improved and if not, why not? 

You should clearly outline the goals and aspirations you had identified pre-placement and identify if these goals have been achieved and how. You should produce a skills matrix – pre and post placement and include these in your report.
Analysis B - If you are fortunate to be offered more than one 6 month placement, on completion of the final placement you should also submit an analysis (maximum 1,000 words), identifying skills developed and comparing the two (or more) placements. 
Analysis C - If you are fortunate to be offered one placement for 9-12 or 15 months, on completion of the placement you should also submit an analysis (maximum 1,000 words), identifying any additional skills developed and if your role and responsibilities changed during the latter months of the placement.

· A 2000 word report (illustrated appropriately with visual examples and supporting evidence) that describes the work experience, company organisation, process of work, products and services, customers and markets.  This should also include your reflective analysis of your experience outlining your understanding of your key and transferable skills. You should identify the word count at the end of your report.
· If your placement is longer than the mandatory 26 weeks, you are required to submit one of the following: either Analysis B or Analysis C as appropriate to your particular placement experience.

LEARNING OUTCOMES
You should be able to:

· Describe Industrial Placement experiences through written and visual presentations with a level of expertise

· Reflect and evaluate the industrial placement experiences.
CRITERIA FOR ASSESSMENT: 
You will be awarded a Satisfactory Pass or Unsatisfactory Fail to this module.
Your module requirements should be submitted by the:   Friday of the 29th week from commencement of your placement, unless prior agreed with your placement tutor.
You should submit all the relevant student and company report forms at the relevant and appropriate times as specified in you Industrial Placement Handbooks.

If you are required to supplement your experience with either Analysis B or Analysis C, this should be submitted one week after your placement finally ends.

Please note:
In order to obtain a BA Hons Fashion Promotion with sandwich degree you must successfully complete the criteria above.  Failure to meet all the requirements of the module could result in you not being awarded the full degree with sandwich recognition.

Failure to achieve satisfactory attendance/completion of the required minimum of 26 weeks placement will generate an automatic Fail grade to this module.
