Task 4
Polaroid Shoot: Vintage Music Portraits

You are a musician at the start of your career and you must self style your first album cover. You will be allocated 4 Polaroid’s which you will have to take any images you feel represent your style including one self portrait which will form the basis of the record cover. You may get a friend or colleague to take these shots; you may use any part of the body for your self portrait and are totally free to interpret this as you wish. This may then be added to your Diary Scrapbook in the final version of an album cover with further developments made after the initial polaroids.You may enhance your images and incorporate any mixed media, including Photoshop and to be finally developed into your first Album Cover.  
The post production of this album cover shooting may be carried out after the Polaroid shoot using class and out of class time in order to produce a one page album cover story.

You must self style yourself in the form and context of your music genre. Only one self portrait needs to be included out of the four shots. The other 3 Polaroid’s may be taken of any object, memorabilia, location or mood of you choice, that you choose to bring in for the shooting. Any shots you would like to include alongside your self portrait in your musical genre style can be included to make up the basis of your album cover. Please think within the era you choose and prepare your 4 shots for next week, in terms of content, style and what/where you are shooting. All portraits will be shot in an allocated studio that will be booked out for styling students for the day and you will have limited with the camera to take pictures elsewhere. The Polaroid has a vintage feel so keep this in mind when you are planning and shooting.
Each of you is allocated a past music genre which you must create a self- portrait reflecting the time and music genre you are part of.  As you have no budget you must use parts of your own wardrobe, collection, random objects etc which can be made to reflect and create the image you are trying to represent. Please bring already edited items to wear for your picture, accessories or styling tools.
For the day’s shooting we are looking at hiring a team of hair and make up to help you create you look for the day, should you need it. You must communicate what looks you want to achieve and you will be allocated a time frame within the day. If you do not wish to use hair and make up, or would like to do this yourself this is entirely up to you.

You must stay within the allocated time and hand over the Polaroid camera!
Please note, it is important to be prepared for the shooting and to be organized, efficient and time aware on the shoot day. We have 2 Polaroid camera’s so you will only have limited time to take your 4 pictures. 
These will form part of you Album Cover Task which will be added to your Diary Scrapbook and worked on next week to create an actual Album Cover in your stylistic choice.
This is a styling task-you are required to use what you have to re-create a mood, genre and character from that time.

There will be an allocated studio with rails, iron etc and you will be able to set up, edit and prepare for the days shooting. You will have access to shoot in the teaching room and inside and outside the university. Please note you do not have much time, you will work in pairs and shoot each other’s album Polaroid’s.
